This tool is used to remove the armature
from the crankshaft. It is almost impossible
to remove the armature without this tool. It
can be made from a 10 mm by 100 mm
long bolt with 1.5mm pitch threads. The "T"
handle is nice but not required. The
threads must be removed from the bolt for
the bottom 40mm.
