This tool is used to remove the spark
advance unit from the armature. It is very
difficult to remove the advance unit without
this tool. It can be made from a 17 mm by
30 mm long bolt with 1.0mm pitch threads.
The bottom of the bolt should be tapered to
prevent damage to the armature threads.
